MLA Format Requirements 2016              

MLA Formatting using Microsoft Word 

BEFORE you begin to type, set up the following format items. 

· 1” margins: Go into “Page Layout” and set your margins to 1” for top, bottom, and sides

· Select “Times New Roman” or “Arial” font; select size 12 font

· Align your paper to the left margin. Do not center your essay! (Only the title will be centered.)

· Go to “Paragraph” and set line spacing at 2.0. Your paper must be double-spaced throughout, including heading, title, quotations, and Works Cited.

· Make sure you have removed space before and after paragraph.

A header appears ½” from the top right hand corner.  Double click in that section.  Set your justification to right.  Type your name.  Insert page number in the current position.  

In-text parenthetical citation format is used to cite the author and/or page that is quoted in the text.

  
Example:   “It simply goes against our religious beliefs” (Strode 25).
If using headings within the paper, left justify and bold the heading title.

Works Cited

When you use other people’s writings and ideas, you must give them credit for their work. The Works Cited page is an alphabetical listing of all actual sources cited in the paper. 

· Center the Works Cited title. Do not create extra spaces around it, and do not use a different type or size of font. It should be one inch from the top of the page.

· Double space the entire page, including the title and all entries. 

· Alphabetize the sources according to the author’s last name (or title if there is no author). 

· Set up Hanging Indents: The first line of each entry is at the left margin; extra lines are indented 1⁄2''. 

LAST PAGE: The following example shows what your Works Cited should look like.

Lastname, Firstname. Title of Book. Publisher, Year of Publication.
MLA Basic Website Citation Format

Editor, author, or compiler name (if available). Name of Site. Version number. Name of institution/organization affiliated with the site (sponsor or publisher), Date of resource creation (if available), URL without the http://.  Accessed date.

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Human Cloning: Utopia or Dystopia?


Is cloning humans ethical? This is the question that many scientists are debating about. Ben Mitchell, assistant professor of Christian ethics at Southern Baptist Theological Seminary said, “Are we really willing to produce exact duplicates of ourselves in an attempt toward immortality...human life is sacred and must not be created and destroyed at will” (Baptist Press). God never gave humans immortality. We go against God when we clone humans in order to achieve immortality. Therefore, human cloning contradicts religious values.
